Type your question in the question section and your
correct answer in the answer section.
7. Use to add wrong answers. Type your first wrong answer and then cIichW for
each additional wrong answer you want to create. If you don’t add wrong answers, the system will
pull answers from other questions you have written. If you haven’t written any wrong answers, it will
default to pulling random numbers in!
8. ClicklllXTI 3l to write your next question. Repeat steps 5-7.

If you don't, the system will mark your
unsaved questions in red.
